So I contacted Freddie at WSO and asked him if there was anything that H&I could do to help these guys & gals get sponsors. The big problem with H&I doing this sort of thing, is it goes against our guidelines. Freddie gave me 3 sets of guidelines for letter writing campaigns, and I then took it to the H&I Subcommittee. After that, we went back and forth, should it be an area subcommittee or regional. The areas were not interested, so it went back to region. I became the Regional Behind the Walls Sponsorship ADHOC Chair, and everything sort of evolved from there. 

The ADHOC process took about a good year, and then we started assigning positions, developed guidelines from the information Freddie gave me, we took our guidelines to region, and then they were approved. We had we an official subcommittee after that.

From what I know there are sponsorship subcommittees in Central California Region, Southern California Region, Santa Cruz, Northern California Region, and I think San Diego is doing it now too. The Show Me Region is doing it, and I think there are more.
